
  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  
                   

The scheme is located on the N59 and commences 
approximately 3.5km east of the town of Clifden and runs 
eastwards for a distance of 3.79Km. It involved a single 
carriageway realignment of the N59 through the townlands 
of Gowlan west and Derrylea, on which all staggered and 
T-junctions were at grade. The works involved 
Earthworks, substantial rock excavation, road pavements, 
surface water drains, culverts, utility services and ducts, 
signing and lining, accommodation works and traffic 
management. The carriageway width was designed to new 
DMRB design standards for low-flow rural roads with a 
new carriageway width of 7.0m with a 1.5m grass verge. 
The design was classed as a pilot scheme build for the new 
DMRB design standards. During construction works a 
footpath and cycle way scheme was built along the entire 
length of the newly constructed N59 single carriageway 
using relatively small plant maintaining low ground 
pressures in soft ground conditions. Tensar geogrids were 
used in peat overlay sections and pavement operations 
were carried out successfully using a compact size and low

also located in an area that is classified as Class 4 
landscape sensitivity in the county development plan and 
within the remit of two cSAC areas.
